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English 
 

In English, we will be focusing on ‘Journey to the 

Lonely Mountain’ (Talk for Writing). The children will 

be working on: 

• setting description 
• use of fronted adverbials and subordinating 

conjunctions 
• personification  
• planning their own stories based on ‘Journey 

to the Lonely Mountain’. 
 

Maths 

This term in maths, our main focus will be on 

multiplication and division.  

  Year 3 have already made huge effort to 

start learning their timetables which is 

fantastic! We want to continue promoting 

Times Tables Rock Stars as this is a useful 

platform to help learning the number facts.   

 

Science  

In Science, we will be recognising that we 

need light in order to see things and that dark 

is the absence of light. 

We will be experimenting with how light is 

reflected from surfaces and recognising that 

shadows are formed when the light from a 

light source is blocked by a solid object. 

  

                             
 

 

PSHE — Dreams and Goals 

This unit is all about setting goals and aiming to achieve 

them.

RSHE -This term, we will be learning about ‘My 

Relationships’. The children will be able to recognise a 

wide range of relationships within a family, including 

identifying positive attributes of relationships.  

Geography 

This enquiry introduces pupils to some key aspects of 

physical Geography, in particular, one of the major 

outcomes of tectonic activity in the world – earthquakes. 

The children investigate the causes and impact of one 

specific earthquake in one particular location in the world, 

where earthquakes occur frequently, before looking more 

widely at global patterns.
